
The NSW Office of Water laboratory carries out 
algal identification and enumeration of samples 
collected for blue-green algae and water 
quality monitoring across the State. The algal 
counts provided are used by the Regional Algal 
Coordinating Committees and NSW Government 
agencies to set recreational water alert levels.  

The laboratory has been accredited by the 
National Association of Testing Authorities for 
the identification of planktonic microalgae and 
cyanobacteria in potable and environmental 
waters.  

The laboratory is also accredited for the testing 
of other water quality parameters including, 
major ions, metals, pesticides, nutrients, solids, 
turbidity, alkalinity, colour and chlorophyll.
